HISTORICAL DEVELOPMENT OF "Ex” PROTECTION IN THE REPUBLIC OF CROATIA
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Sector for explosive atmospheres carries out preventive activities on preventing
explosions in industral plants with areas at risk of explosive atmosphere (due to the
presence of flammable gases, vapours, mists and dust).

Carrying out technical supervision of plants and activities, equipment testing in laboratory
(when necessary) and personnel education reduce explosion risk, accident hazard and
catastrophes hazard in industrial plants, in order to enhance safety and protection of
people, material goods and environment.

Electrical power equipment and installations (TN-URE/EIE)
Electrical instrumentation equipment and installations (TN-URI/EII)

Non-electrical equipment and installations(TN-NEU)

During technical supervision of the plant Minutes of meeting and Ex-Document are made.

Ex-Document lasts 3 years.

During the Technical supervision of the documentation, the documentation is checked 
and evaluated, prior to the construction / building permit, on the basis of which the 
facility will be built in which an explosive atmosphere may appear.

The result of the technical supervision of the documentation is 
an "Expert opinion" on technological projects: electrical and 
mechanical projects, hazardous area classification report / 
elaboration, etc.

During the Technical Supervision of the activities of natural and legal persons
that carry out installation, maintenance and repair activities in facilities in which
there are areas at risk of explosive atmosphers, the following is checked:

 education and knowledge of authorized persons,
 equipment with adequate tools and measuring devices,
 company’s Quality system, etc.

TS reports for activities are published in the register on the website of the MUP, and are valid for 3 years.

Plant maintenance is the responsibility of the plant owner (user), and can be 
carried out in two ways:

 the facility is maintained by a service company (external) that has TN-ODA.

When maintenance is carried out by an authorized company that has TN-ODA, 
the user must:
 create an "abbreviated" Ex-Manual for maintaining his own plant,
  to contract work with an external authorized company that has TN-ODA,
  implement the maintenance system together with an external authorized 

company,
  store all the necessary documentation and records in the "Ex filling folder",
  to appoint his responsible person for the implementation of Ex-

maintenance of the plant.
Maintenance of non-electrical equipment is carried out according to the 
manufacturer's instructions and common industry standards.
