Meeting held to discuss issues raised at the EXTAG assessors training session and work for 2015-16.
Issues from EXTAG assessors training session
1. With the proposed introduction of minimum equipment in the revision 3 of the TCD, assessors requested that “in- house” be defined.

2. Clarity over what is to be completed by the Body and what parts to be done by the Assessment Team

3. Need to address a transition time for a TL that may not have the necessary equipment as required by rev 3 TCD
4. Consider the timing issue of completing the TCD
5. Agreed to complete the TCD fully at the first application of an ExTL and then at the 5 year re-assessment Secretariat, sends the TCD on file to the Body for them to update in time for the assessment team to review.  For bodies under re-assessment that have not previously completed the TCD are asked to complete the new TCD format

Topic to be considered by the ExMC
1. IECEX MC approve the definition of ’ in-house’ as ‘Equipment that is available for reasonable immediate use’
2. Add words in the TCD revision 3 saying.’ Customer to complete: personnel, procedures, list equipment, photo, exclusions and anything else agreed to by the assessment team’

3. Recommends 12 months form the publication of revision 3  

4. By customer partly completing the TCD (personnel, procedures, list equipment, photo, exclusions and anything else agreed to by the assessment team), WG02 would like assessors to provide feedback if this is helping. Customer can update the TCD between assessments to keep it updated.
