Participation and Scheme Fees

Surcharges apply when ‘additional manufacturing sites, not in a member country’ are included on a certificate. Therefore in those cases (frequent, in the experience of UK) where the applicant comes from an IECx country and the additional site is in a non IECx country, the surcharge given in clause 5 applies.

However, it has happened that the number certificates issued to a particular applicant/manufacturing site combination is so high that the total due to be paid in regard to a specific non IECEx country, by a single applicant, is higher than the cost of that country joining IECEx.

The UK proposes that, in such cases, an annual limit to the surcharge due should apply to each applicant/manufacturer combination, equal to the annual minimum cost of a country membership. (Note, this is specifically per applicant and that if more than one applicant were involved, the limitation would be applied separately to each applicant.)

Procedures for the processing of applications for 

Extension of scope from ExCBs and ExTLs
The UK NC recommends that the text of step 4 be amended to provide criteria for making the decision regarding the need or not for a site assessment. In addition, although the ‘by whom’ column refers to the IECEx officers, the UK NC recommend that the text under ‘description’ should require that reference be made to them prior to making a decision, thereby safeguarding the IECx Secretary and providing an acceptable level of confidence and transparency.

Possible criteria to be considered by the Secretary and officers include, we suggest:


For a new IEC Standard

If there are major changes, an IECEx assessment must be carried out.


For a new service (eg the Repair service)




An IECEx assessment must be carried out.
