This document contains a proposal from the French National Committee for changes to Clause 9.2 IECEx Conformity Mark Committee (ExMarkCo) contained in-

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Dear Mr Secretary, 

In order to clarify the responsibility of the ExMark Co, on behalf of the French National Committee, we would suggest § 9.2.1 of the IECEx 01 IEC 2007 ed. 01 to be modified as follows:

The IECEx Conformity Mark Committee (ExMarkCo) deals with all matters relating to the use, the misuse of the Mark by IECEx Members or not and operation of the IECEx Conformity Mark e.g. : recommendation to MC for granting, suspending and withdrawing of the Mark.

We would appreciate that this proposal be added, for consideration, to the agenda of the IECEx MC which will be held in Paris.

The rationale is as follows:

1) The role of the ExMark Co needs some clarifications;

2) Recommendations regarding use, misuse and operation shall be transparent. MC endorsement is therefore the natural channel;

3) The credibility of the Mark would certainly be greater if the MC endorses the recommendations of the IECEx Conformity Mark Committee;

4) The owner of the ExMark, who is the IEC, needs to know that he has a dedicated support through the IECEx Conformity Mark Committee.

Of course the MC can endorse any recommendation via an e-mail process.
