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ExTAG DRAFT REPORT

1. Opening and Welcome
The meeting commenced at 09.00 a.m. Tuesday 6th September 2011. 

The Chairman of the ExTAG, Mr. Ron Sinclair, opened the meeting. He commenced  by first thanking Mr. Stipo Derek and Mr. Marino Kelava of the Croatian National Committee, as well as their sponsors, for the excellent host facilities and preparatory work for these meetings. He then welcomed special guests including CAB members Mr. Michel Brenon, also ExTAG Secretary, Dr. Zalogin, RU, and Mr. Ron Collis, AU, who he also congratulated on being Chairman Elect of the IECEE System. He also welcomed Mr. Patrick Leroux, PCIC Chairman, IECEx Officers Dr. Uwe Klausmeyer, Immediate Past Chairman, Mr. Lui Weijun, Vice-Chairman, Mr. Heinz Berger, Treasurer, Mr. Chris Agius, IECEx Secretary, Mr. Tim Duffy, IECEx Chairman Marks Committee, the IECEx Secretariat and Mr. Jim Munro as TC31 Chairman.

Mr. Sinclair invited Mr. Derek to speak. Mr. Derek commenced saying that he wished to welcome all the members and accompanying persons to Croatia. He reminded members that an earlier invitation to TC31 had been disrupted by a volcano and he was grateful that this had not happened again. He advised members that Croatia hoped to be an Accepted ExCB and ExTL within the IECEx System by the end of the week and thanked the Assessment Team for their work. He concluded that he hoped that the members were satisfied with the organization of the meetings and wished everyone a successful meeting and pleasant stay.

The Chairman thanked Mr. Derek for his warm welcome.

Report of the 31st August ExTAG Berlin Meeting 2010

The Minutes were noted. There were no comments on the Minutes.

3.2
To note a report of the action items from the Berlin 2010 ExTAG.
The ExTAG Chairman provided a status report on the actions detailed in Annex A of ExTAG/220A/RM arising from the Berlin 2010 Meeting.  Members were asked to note the completion of most items while, he advised, others were covered by items on the agenda. The Chairman expressed concern that the work on a number of Action Items had been left until the very last minute resulting in a number of documents being submitted very close to the meeting. He commented that this is most unsatisfactory as this can mean that in many instances there had not been sufficient time for proper review by members prior to the meeting.
4.
Report on ExTAG Split Training Workshop held Monday 5th September 2011 

The ExTAG Chairman, Mr. Ron Sinclair, gave a brief summary highlighting the main points from the ExTAG Training Workshop chaired by Michel Brénon, ExTAG Secretary. 
His report covered five main points-

1. Unit Verification presented by Ron Sinclair and Wal Robson


This presentation had covered features relating to OD 33 IECEx Operations Manual – IECEx Unit Verification Certificates. From the discussion, it became apparent that there is a need for clarification between true “Unit” certification and true “Batch” certification with the secretariat agreeing to modify OD 033 to emphasise possible differences
2. QAR Assessments presented by Thierry Houeix and Wal Robson

Mr. Houeix presented a clause by clause summary of the differences between OD 005 and ISO/IEC 80079-34.There were a number questions from the floor among which were questions relating to the monitoring of expiry dates of QARs issued by other ExCBs and how continued validity is monitored. Also the members asked when the changeover to ISO/ IEC 80079-34 will occur it was decided that this question be forwarded to the ExMC for a decision.
Mr. Robson went through the web site process for up-issuing of QARs.  He emphasised that if the QAR number changes, as opposed to being up-issued, the certificates also need to be up-issued.  This normally only applies if the manufacturer changes the ExCB responsible for production.
3. ExTR packages and reports presented by Paul Kelly

Mr. Kelly reviewed in detail the structure of the ExTR package and the responsibilities of those completing both the ExTR cover and the reports. Advice was provided on completion of all the different types of reports including how to handle partial testing and national differences.
He commented that both the ExTAG Training workshop and the Assessor Workshop had been most successful. He further commented that it is important for these training workshops to remain relevant and the way to do this is for the members to advise topics/experiences for future workshops.
4. Certificate of Personnel Competence was presented by Ralph Wigg

Mr. Ralph Wigg Convenor of ExMC WG12 introduced the subject of competence and the required evidence to support it, emphasising the importance of skills as well as knowledge. Owners and operators must demonstrate persons are competent.  How?
The issue of “Certification Committee” in relation to a group scheme following ISO 17024 was highlighted, where the standard implies that each certification body has its own scheme but IECEx is having a single group committee.

Ron Sinclair related the Baseefa experience highlighting the problems of dealing with diverse applicants in diverse locations.  He postulated exponential growth mirroring the situation with the product certification scheme.
5. Web site Developments was presented by Wal Robson
Mr. Wal Robson went through the developments on the web site. Members suggested that better identification of QARs and ExTRs whilst being selected for addition to CoCs could be useful to make the process more certain.  The IECEx secretary agreed to investigate the possibilities.
5.  
New Applicant Status Short Review.  
The Chairman invited the ExMC Secretary to report. The Secretary gave a brief report on candidate ExCBs and ExTLs. The Secretary displayed OD 001 (available on the IECEx web site) which provides details, not only, of Accepted ExCB and ExTLs, but also of applicants covering all the schemes within the System.
6.
Assessment/Re-assessment/Surveillance of ExCBs and ExTLs

The ExMC Secretary provided a status review and feedback concerning assessments and surveillance assessments conducted since the Berlin 2010 meetings including statistics on documents reviewed and the nature of issues found. He advised that 28 bodies had either been completed, or were planned for completion, by the end of 2011. He reminded members that there are now a number of schemes involved in this process as there are now 02 Equipment, 03 Service Facilities, 04 Mark and 05 personnel advising that this means that the time on site is increasing.
7.

Performance feedback from ExCBs and ExTLs (Restricted participation)

EXCBs and ExTLs held a closed session immediately before lunch.  
7.1 Co-operation between IECEx Bodies 
The Chairman opened this item by advising that under this item IECEx Bodies are given the opportunity to discuss their working experiences with other ExCBs and ExTLs. It was also noted that suggestions for improvement can be forwarded to the ExMC.  A major concern expressed during discussion was the regular non-attendance at the ExTAG meetings by a few bodies.  It was commented that their absence makes it difficult for them to remain in touch with developments in the schemes. The members agreed that the System Executive will be asked to consider how to enforce attendance during their next meeting.
7.2 Operating to IECEx Rules and Operational Documents  

The Chairman opened this item by advising that under this item IECEx Bodies were given the opportunity to discuss their working experiences in using the IECEx Rules and Operational Documents. As no comments were received the Chairman suggested that any comments would be welcomed by the Secretariat after the meeting.

IECEx Website and On-line Certificate of Conformity

8.1 and 8.2 Up-dates regarding the four IECEx Schemes (Equipment, Service Facilities, Conformity Mark, Personnel Competency) was given by the IECEx Secretariat. Mr. Wal Robson gave an update of the on-line systems and how the systems help in the audit process carried out by the secretariat.

Status of ExTRs

The Chairman invited Mr. Kelly as Convenor of ExTAG WG1 to report. Mr Kelly began by referring members to his report. He then advised that currently the WG has13 members commenting that, although, the WG had not held a meeting since Berlin 2010 decisions relating to their work had been made via correspondence. He advised that there were now 5 non-standard specific ExTRs and 67 blank ExTRs concluding by saying that every IEC Standard included in the System now has a blank ExTR. The Chairman thanked the convenor and members of the WG for all their work.

The Chairman once again invited Mr. Kelly to report. Mr. Kelly reported that since the Berlin 2010 Meeting a revision of OD 010 has almost been completed. He advised that the document will, in the future, be issued in two parts:

OD 010-1 – Guidance for the Development and Posting of Blank IECEx Test Report (ExTR) Documents

OD 010-2 – Guidance for the Compilation, Issuance and Receipt of IECEx Test Report (ExTR) Packages

The Chairman opened for discussion, a difference in approach was identified in the use of the box “Manufacturer” in the ExTR Cover Sheets.  
The three views are:
a) The ExTR does not relate to the manufacturing process therefore the manufacturer does not need to be identified

b) In order to fulfil the requirement, it is necessary to list all possible manufacturing locations in the ExTR

c) The location or locations of physical manufacture is not relevant to the ExTR but the “design authority” is relevant as the report refers to drawings under the control of a specific organisation.  Conventionally this design authority is referred to as “manufacturer”.
The decision was to leave the report format unchanged but to ask ExMC to consider if IECEx 02 should be amended to clarify or amend the definition of manufacturer to separate the two responsibilities of “control of the design” and “control of the physical manufacturing process.
Also there was some discussion on Bullet 2.3.12 of Draft OD 010-2 – Guidance for the Compilation, Issuance and Receipt of IECEx Test Report (ExTR) Packages. Mr. Kelly advised that WG1 would welcome any further comment or suggestions. The members agreed to allow a further four week period for additional comment with the WG convenor and Chairman to review such, following which the documents will proceed to publication.
9.2
IECEx TAG WG3 Documentation and Drawing Requirements

Working Group 3 is tasked with the role of maintaining OD 017 Drawing and Documentation Guidance for IEC Ex Certification – for use by Manufacturers and ExTLS.

The Chairman commenced this item by advising, with regret, that the ExTAG had received the news from the current convenor, Mr. Jim Birch, that he was leaving Simtars and therefore had to resign as convenor of WG03. The Chairman then asked for a nomination to take on this role with AU volunteering to try and find a replacement convenor. The Chairman thanked AU. He then referred members to the latest draft version of OD 017, ExTAG/230/CD, which he advised would be available for a further four week comment period. He advised that after this four week period, if no comment was received, then the document would be forwarded for publication as Edition 4. The members agreed. The Chairman then noted that in ExTAG/212A/CC comments contained are for the earlier draft with a number of these marked as “for consideration at the next edition” he suggested that these would provide the initial agenda for the new convenor of the WG.
In his convenor’s report, Mr. Birch drew attention to a requirement in IECEx 02, clause 8.1.3 which did not seem to be being followed explaining that this requires the certificate to make a reference to the instructions.  He believed that this could be important in relation to the requirements for service and repair. The Chairman, commenting as BASEEFA, commented that they omitted to take into account this requirement.  In discussion, including input from a representative of the service facility industry, it was agreed that it was not appropriate to list a specific instruction document in a certificate, as the manufacturer needed to be free to adapt such a document at short notice.  It was current practice to ensure during QAR activities, that appropriate instructions were being provided.  Listing a document did not, of itself, ensure that it was available. The Chairman, in acknowledging the inconsistency found by Mr. Birch, suggested that ExMC WG1 consider amending IECEx 02 to remove the reference to “instructions” in clause 8.1.3. as this is already covered under auditing and surveillance auditing of the manufacturer. The members agreed.
9.3
IECEx TAG WG6 Procedures for testing at other locations - Verification of compliance to referenced Standards
An opportunity for members to provide feedback on operating according to OD 024 IECEx Rules of Procedure covering testing, or witnessing testing at a manufacturer’s or user’s facility.
The Chairman invited Mr. Maalouf as Convenor of ExTAG WG6 to report. Mr. Maalouf commenced by advising that a brief meeting of WG06 had been held on Monday evening. Mr. Nick Maalouf reported that the consensus among the WG members was for maintaining the existing version of OD 024 whilst further experience is gained. The Chairman sought comment from the members. The members also agreed to maintain the existing OD and were pleased to note that stability would be maintained and any issues that arise should be forwarded to the convenor for consideration at a future WG6 meeting. 

Mr. Maalouf advised that the extension of activity foreseen at the Berlin meeting to expand the section of the document relating to Clause 6.10 Partially Witnessed Testing has not been done as it was realised that this was effectively an entirely separate subject outside the scope of the current WG and its membership. It was proposed that a new WG may be needed relating to the acceptance of manufacturers to perform un-witnessed testing.  It was noted that the IECEE Scheme and also some individual ExTLs within the IECEx System have procedures for this. The decision was taken to forward a proposal to the ExMC  to consider if a task should be defined, related to procedures for allowing manufacturers’ unwitnessed testing, and whether this should be added to the scope of WG06, with a call for members with appropriate experience, or should a new WG be formed .
Before concluding discussion a suggestion was made that a standard template agreement between an ExCB and a manufacturer could be useful. After some discussion the decision was taken that WG6 consider producing a document, a generic agreement format between an ExCB and manufacturer to satisfy the requirements of OD 024.

ExTAG WG9 Ex 's' requirements

ExTAG/233A/R – Activity Report from WG 9 Convener, Prof XU 
The Chairman invited Professor Xu as Convenor of ExTAG WG9 to report. Professor Xu commenced by advising that the new standard IEC 60079-33 is currently out for voting at CDV level.  It is hoped that an FDIS version will result from discussion in Melbourne at the end of October.  If fast progress is made, the standard could be published towards the end of the first half of 2012.  The standard refers to the use of more than one “Verifier”, depending on the Equipment Protection Level (EPL) of the subject equipment.  The term was chosen to align with IEC 61508 which was used as a precedent to allow some elements of conformity assessment to be included in a technical standard.
The first draft of a new Operational Document to interface IECEx with the standard and define how IECEx will satisfy the requirements for Verifiers was available for comment.  It was agreed that Verifier Number 1 must be an ExCB in normal contractual relationship with the customer as envisaged within the IECEx Scheme.  Discussion related to whether Verifiers 2 and 3 also need to be an ExCB or whether they could be an individual expert accepted by IECEx for the purpose.  The body of opinion was that, although individual experts may be a valuable resource, they should be contracted via an ExCB who would accept responsibility for their activity.
A further draft Operational Document will be issued soon to both ExTAG and ExMC for comment and, hopefully, acceptance.  Time is critical as it is desirable that IECEx should be in a position to issue Ex ‘s’ certificates shortly after the standard is published.  The Operational Document will contain information related to the assessment of ExCBs/ExTLs for the inclusion of IEC 60079-33 within their scope. In concluding it was decided that ExTAG would advise ExMC of the progress with the draft Operational Document and also to consider if it needs to make any other preparations in order for IECEx to be ready for the publication of IEC 60079-33.

9.5 
ExTAG WG10 Proficiency Testing

The Chairman invited Dr. Klausmeyer as Convenor of ExTAG WG10 to report. Dr. Klausmeyer gave a presentation, PTB Ex Proficiency Testing Program (PTB Ex PTP) 
“Interlaboratory comparisons in explosion protection”,  (2.2 MB),  on the current status of the project.  He advised that forty three ExTLs are participating. 
Ex d sample – 26 out of 38 results have been uploaded

Ex i sample – 13 out of 37 results have been uploaded
It was commented that at this stage of the project the results are showing the type of spread that may be anticipated without causing any alarm.  After review of the first round of results by the end of this year, laboratories will have the opportunity to evaluate their own results against the body of results and decide if they need to alter any procedures.  It is anticipated that a final set of results will be published in May 2012.

The Chairman advised that following the publication of ExTAG Decision Sheet 2004/006A, immediately after the 2010 Berlin ExTAG meeting, a further proposal was received from UL to revise 2004/006A, and issued as ExTAG/217/CD. This document proposed a further amendment to ensure that when the equipment was assessed, any incorporated components or equipment also had to be evaluated to the same edition of the standard.  During the comment period contrary comments, that it should be acceptable to refer directly to incorporated components and equipment, at an earlier edition of the standard provided that the distinction was made clear in the certificate, were received and included in the CC document. Discussion centred around how this could be made clear when many people would only refer to the front sheet of the certificate. In concluding the Chairman advised that DS 2004/006A remain current and that a solution, whereby no receiving body is misled, is to be considered.  ExTAG will recommend to ExMC that it consider the incorporation of information on the front page of the certificate to clarify occasions on which different aspects of the certified equipment are assessed to different editions of a standard.

Before concluding this item it was decided that a reworded document, to be prepared by Mr. John Allen, is to be circulated for an additional two week comment period.

11.1.1
Report received from the IECEx Secretariat
The Chairman asked the IECEx Secretary to report. In reporting the secretary advised that the IECEx 03 Certified Service Facilities Scheme is showing continuing growth both for the number of CoCs issued and the number of ExCBs participating. He reported that a very successful meeting had been held in Stockholm in March 2011 where considerable time was spent revising the existing IECEx 03 documents. At this time small ad-hoc working groups were formed and are currently preparing the revised draft documents for the next ExMC WG10 meeting planned for Sydney in October of this year. He advised that details of Accepted and Applicant Mark Licence ExCBs are available on the IECEx Web Site OD 001.  The meeting noted the Secretary’s report.

MY Industry Discussion request.
ExTAG Members are requested to discuss issues raised by Malaysian industry concerning Repair and Overhaul of Ex ‘e’ and Ex ‘n’ motors

The Chairman advised that although the question has been withdrawn by Malaysia however discussion between Manufacturers and Repair Workshops occurred regarding re-winding issues. 
The question was basically:
How do repair workshops’ handle own insulation systems for Ex ‘e’ and Ex ‘n’ machines, particularly relating to the high voltage in-gas ignition tests?  It was agreed that the repairer could obtain documentation for type tests of his system to enable use in any manufacturer’s machine. It was also suggested that further input on this topic be forwarded to Mr Evans Massey for discussion at the TC WG27 meeting to be held in Melbourne.

11.2 
Report on the IECEx Conformity Mark License System (IECEx 04)

The Chairman asked the IECEx Secretary to report. He advised that a successful Conformity Mark License System meeting had been held in London in 2011.
