CLIMATE AND CLOTHING

Fortaleza has a typical tropical climate, specifically a tropical wet and dry climate, with high temperatures and high relative humidity throughout the year. However, these conditions are usually relieved by pleasant winds blowing from the ocean. Average temperatures are not much different throughout the year. The average annual temperature is 27°C (81°F). Fortaleza's climate is usually very dry from August to December, with very little rainfall.
CREDIT CARDS

American Express, Diners Club, Mastercard, Visa and some other credit cards are accepted in most hotels, restaurants and shops.
CURRENCY
All prices quoted in this programme are in Brazilian Reals (R$). Major credit cards will also be accepted. Currency can be exchanged at banks, exchange houses or at airport.
ELECTRICITY SUPPLY
Voltage in Fortaleza, Brazil is 220 V. Most overseas visitors using laptops will require adaptors.

PHARMACIES

In Fortaleza pharmacies can be found all over the city. A few 24 h pharmacies are available.
SHOPPING

Fortaleza has a very active and diversified trade. Besides the trade center (Monsenhor Tabosa Street), has 22 shopping centers that cater to consumers of its major neighborhoods.
SMOKING

Smoking is not permitted in all closed areas, as airport, hotels, resturants, shoppings and is only allowed in specific designated areas.
TAXES

No Governmental taxes are applied, except at the hotel. The hotel a service tax of 10% will be applied.
TELEPHONES

International/domestic calls can be made from your hotel room at your own expense.
Brazil has the GMS standard mobile phones.
TIME ZONE

The time zone in Fortaleza is GMT -3
TIPPING

Tipping should be at your own discretion and for good service only. As a guide, add 10 % to a restaurant bill.
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
