Prof XU Opened the Workshop at 0900 welcoming everyone and extended a special welcome to those attending IECEx meetings for the first time.

Mr Paul Meanwell on behalf of the ZA Member Body and National Committee extended a warm welcome to all.

Presentations presented and notes of discussions on each are recoded below:

1) Mr. Mark Amos, Secretariat covering IECEx System Update
This presentation provided an update of current and new web based tools to assist in the creation and maintenance of IECEx On-Line Certificates of Conformity and covered

· IECEx Rules and Latest Operational Documents and Procedures

· Use of IECEx On-Line System – New Search Facility

· Compiling IECEx Certificates – pitfalls
· New Tools, e.g. Decision Sheet Index tool
· Suspension and Cancellation of CoCs
During Mr Amos presentation the following points were noted:

· A request noted fr more rigour by ExCBs when inserting the name of manufacturers to ensure consistency as much as possible

· A request to retain the identification of Unit Verification Certificates using the designator “V”

· Concern over the different methods being adopted to show reference to manufacturers instructions

2) Mr. Ron Sinclair, MBE - SGS Baseefa
This presentation addressed the issue of Certification of Non-Electrical Equipment According to ISO/IEC 80079 series: 

This presentation provided:

· Guidance on how to approach assessment and certification of non-electrical equipment according to the published ISO/IEC 80079 Standards

· Others 

The presentation noted the challenges faced by IECEx concerning consistency of Hazard Risk Assessment.

3) Mr. Julien Gauthier, LCIE, ExTAG Secretary – Presented by Chris AGIUS
The presentation covered the expectations of actions to be undertaken by ExCBs when there is a need to Suspend or Cancel an IECEx Certificate of Conformity and addressed: – 

· Overview of process

· Information to be contained in CoCs

· Impact on product previously supplied and in the field

· Follow up actions by the ExCB

· Information on Special Task Group led by Andy Smith, CSA

· Others

The Chairman called for support for the approach outlined by Mr Agius with the meeting agreeing.

4) Prof XU Jianping, NEPSI China, - presented by Prof XU
The presentation provided a Discussion Forum dedicated to application of IEC 60079-28 applicable to LED and other forms of lighting Equipment .

Mr Sinclair then led a further discussion on matters of scope of the IEC Standard highlighting:

· Discussion the Draft Decision Sheet ExTAG/409/CD and feedback from ExTAG Members

· Consideration of the views from TC 31 experts

After lengthy discussion it was resolved that an ExTAG Decision Sheet should be developed for consideration among ExTAG.  An initial draft DS has been develoed and is presented as ExTAG(Umhlanga/Sec)05 
5) Mr. Peter Thurnherr – thuba, CH





The presentation from Mr Thurnherr focused on “Use of IECEx Certificates of Conformity” covering:

· Access of Certificates using the IECEx On-Line Certificate System

· Information contained in Certificates

· Information provided by ExCBs when approached by Users/Inspectors/Regulators regarding CoCs

· The need for clarity of what is covered by an IECEx Certificate

· Examples of who actually uses IECEx Certificates and why
From the presentation the following specific points were noted:

a) A desire to see Component certificates labelled differently to Certificates of Conformity

b) Concern over the greater use of Annexes to Certificates as opposed to including information directly into the CoC

c) Reminding that CoCs are for the end user 
d) The need to maintain checking on the issuing of CoCs to current editions or 1 edition prior of the standard

e) Questions whether more than 1 edition could be referenced within the one CoCX

f) Concern over using dual marking systems

g) The action for the Secretariat to review the current requirements for Annexes to CoC and provision of a standard template

h) That the ExMC considers a practical limit to The number of CoC up issues that can be accepted as opposed to production a new edition of the certificate

The Workshop Chairman thanked al presenters and noted that presentations will be listed on the IECEx 2016 meeting schedule.
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
