	1. OPENING OF THE MEETING  
Opening by the Convenor, Mr Agius followed by self-introduction of the participants, and noting of apologies for absence
Apologies were noted including those from Michel Brenon, Otto Walch, Gerold Klotz-Engmann


	2.  ExTAG WG6 Terms of Reference and Membership

Members confirmed  ExTAG WG6 Terms of Reference and Membership as follows:

Terms of Reference:

To develop and maintain procedures (OD 024) and other documentation related to testing performed at test facilities other than an ExTL or Additional Testing Facility.  Additional aspects include the need to ensure that testing performed utilizes adequate facilities, test equipment and that the staff are competent and have the adequate expertise for the relevant standard / type of protection.

The meeting confirmed the Terms of Reference and request for Mr Agius as IECEx Executive Secretary to continue as Convenor.



	3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA

Members are asked to consider any other items for raising that are not listed on the agenda and then approve the agenda as presented here or as amended to include agreed additional items.
Agenda approved with the additions.

The meeting approved the agenda without change, noting various items being raised during the meeting.


	4. IECEx OD 024 – Testing at other locations.  Status

Members to note the publication of OD 024 Edition 3.0 as published October 2018. 

Decision 2018/30 from Cannes:
The Meeting approved the publication of the revision of IECEx OD 024 as proposed in ExMC(Cannes/Secretariat)05 OD024 Modified following the 2018 ExTAG Meeting.   The meeting also supported the US proposal for future topics on 

· definitions of testing program entail 

· how much witnessing is needed for a partial witnessing 

· requirements for ATFs – Note refer detailed comments 8.2.2 and Action #20 in ExMC 1448A RM

to be considered by ExTAG WG6.

Given that we now have Edition 3.0 published, ExTAG members will be asked to consider the remaining items from the ExMC Decision, namely:

· definitions of testing program entail 

· how much witnessing is needed for a partial witnessing 

· requirements for ATFs – Note refer detailed comments 8.2.2 and Action #20 in ExMC 1448A RM

To assist the discussions a Draft Edition 3.1 has been prepared and is included in the meeting pack for discussion in Singapore.
The meeting undertook a detailed discussion on the following points, noting a draft update as prepared by Mr Duffy and used this as the basis for the discussions and review of Edition 3.0
· definitions of testing program entail 

· how much witnessing is needed for a partial witnessing 

· requirements for ATFs –

During the discussions and review of Edition 3.0 the following changes were made:
· Clause 2 to make a general reference to latest editions of publications

· Updating of definition for testing program and inclusion of a note

· Referencing of IECEx 02 for Additional Testing Facilities

· Expansion of Clause 6.7.3 “Partially witnessed testing – general requirements” to address the scope and amount of witness testing but to remove a) and b) which is covered earlier in the document.
The meeting concluded to propose a draft Edition 3.1 to ExTAG and ExMC for acceptance during the Dubai 2019 IECEx meetings
Recommendation 1

That Updated draft for Edition 3.1 of IECEx OD 024 be accepted.

During discussions the meeting referred to OD 034 and suggested that this needs updating to clarify the terms “Product” versus “Equipment” to ensure consistency and hence agreed that ExTAG recommends to ExMC via ExTAG, that OD 034 be reviewed.
Recommendation 2
That OD 034 be reviewed to ensure consistent use of terms Product versus Equipment.



	5. IECEx OD 024 – Testing at other locations.  Any other issues for Consideration or Updates
5.1 OD 024 Register Access
Members discussed the benefits of access to the Register of OD 024 Test Labs via an online web system, similar to the IECEE CB Scheme CTF records and agreed to the following recommendation: 
Recommendation 3: That ExTAG and ExMC support the provision of an On-Line OD 024 Register with public access that displays (noting the IECEE –CB Scheme example:

· Test Facility {Name + Address}
· Name of ExTL with whom holds the agreement
· Standard and Clause numbers covered by Agreement with ExTL
· Programs {eg Partial Witness Testing etc}
5.2 Members will have the opportunity to raise any other matters relating to OD 024.

5.2.1 Dedicated Assessment Report Form

The meeting agreed on the benefit of a dedicated Assessment report form for use by ExTLs when assessing Testing Facilities with Katy agreeing to prepare a proposal taking into account the forms used by IECEE, OD 018 and the previous form from OD 024

Action:  Katy H. to prepare draft Assessment Report forms for use by ExTLs when recording the assessments of facilities under OD 024

5.2.2 Unit Verification
Jim raised does OD 024 apply when dealing with use of a testing facility for Unit verification as a one off project?

The meeting discussed use of this approach with some of the ExTLs advising that they normally do not differentiate between Unit verification or Type Certification with respect to OD 024.

The meeting agreed that OD 024 applies for all product testing under IECEx including Unit verification and concluded that there is value in having OD 033 Unit Verification, make reference to OD 024.
Recommendation 4:  That OD 033 be revised in light of the application of OD 024  regarding witness testing.

Action:  Chris will prepare a first draft revision of OD 033 and circulate to ExTAG WG6


	6. Proposals to be put before ExMC
Members to consider proposals to be put to ExMC in light of discussions concerning item 5 above, that may impact on any other IECEx publications.

The meeting recapped over the discussions and decisions of this meeting and confirmed the following for submission to ExMC via ExTAG
1. Updated edition of OD 24

2. Proposal that OD 34 be subjected to a revision
3. Proposed revision of OD 033

4. Proposal for an OD 024 Web based Register with public access.


	7. Consideration of replacement Convener for proposal to ExMC

With C Agius serving as Acting Convener, due to previous Convener Mr Maalouf stepping down, the meeting will be asked to consider a possible replacement for nomination to ExTAG.
The meeting reconfirmed Mr Agius as ExTAG WG6 Convenor.


	8. Other Business

The meeting discussed the concept of a registration fee applicable to Testing Facilities similar to what is applied within the IECEE CB Scheme (noting current fee of IECEE is CHF 150 per CTL per Testing facility/year) and agreed to defer a discussion on this till next meeting.


	9. Next Working Group Meeting
The meeting agreed to meet in 2020 as part of the Shanghai Operational meetings but acknowledged that some of the work can be dealt with via correspondence and teleconference,
