CA presented ExMC(Bern/CA) 08 being a proposed approach for the revision of IECEx 02

Decision 18/2001

Members agreed with the proposed re-engineering project to move towards two  levels  as soon as possible.  Members also noted the editorial error.  Where “IECEE 02 “ is specified In the document, replace with “IECEx 02” as this is what was intended.

Decision 19/2001 

Members agreed for WG 1 to be assigned the task of preparing enhanced rules and procedures, to cover the transitional phase, as soon as possible and for these to be issued as an Operational Document .  Furthermore, the meeting agreed with the appointment of the Secretary as the new Convenor of WG 1.

Decision  20/2001 

Members agreed with the formation of a new working group addressing problems associated with full implementation of IECEx Certificates of Conformity.  Furthermore, the meeting accepted the terms of reference as proposed in ExMC(Bern/DE)10 with the following modifications:


To achieve this ambitious goal the working group needs the following terms of reference:

1. Identification of the  relevant National Regulatory Institutions directly or indirectly concerned with the IECEx Scheme, by using the national contacts of the IECEx member organizations ( eg. called Ministry of Labor, OSHA, EU-Commission, ...)

2. To collect and analyse of the present status of the regulations and recognized national certification schemes,

3. Development of a vision of how to implement the IECEx Scheme in these existing schemes and presentation of a report to ExMC.
4. In conjunction with IECEx National Member Bodies, creation of an individual path to go in contact to the responsible persons in order to discuss possible options for the national implementation and the conditions for this

5. Compilation of the investigated conditions for the full implementation in relation to the individual regulatory systems

6. Preparation of a report for the ExMC meeting to give evidence of possible changes of our rules to achieve the full implementation in a specific area (as negotiated with the representatives in charge)

As a result of it’s work the WG may recommend the establishment of a subcommittee of ExMC to address any matters of concern from  the representatives of the National Regulatory Institutions in case of any trouble with the IECEx Certificates of Conformity in order to ensure a fast action from our side. The necessary investigations and actions in case of trouble have to be reported to the ExMC meetings.

Decision 21/2001

Decision 23/2001 (agenda item 8)

The meeting considered comments contained in ExMC/97/CC and agreed that the following changes be included to included in the final Operational Document

Comments 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 10, 13, 14,  accepted with change

Comment 8 and 9 to be referred to the adHoc WG and WG 1 

Comment 11 agreed but with removal of  “ISO 9000” from the text

Comment 12 to be referred to adHoc WG

Comment 15 agreed but with revised wording:

Where it becomes necessary to correct a defect in an ATR that has been issued, the revised ATR must be clearly identified by the use of a new number or by adding a suffix to the original number.   The revised ATR must include a reference to the report it supersedes and an explanation of what has been changed.  Copies of the revised report must be provided to the applicant for the report and to any ACB, which has been provided with a copy of the original report. A copy of the superseded ATR cover page shall be submitted to the ExMC Secretary who shall inform all ACBs 

Comment 16 agreed providing such issues are referred to the ExTAG Secretary

Comment 17 The meeting agreed with the proposal from RU that this information be included in any new IECEx 02 but for the present time retain this information in the document.

Decision 24/2001 (agenda item 9.1)

The meeting noted the completion of the assessment and voting stage for NEMKO as an IECEx Accepted Certification Body and ExTL and congratulated NEMKO on their achievement.

Decision 25/2001 (agenda item 9.2)

The meeting considered document ExMC/98/R, revised assessment report for TUV Nord, previously issued to ExMC members and agreed that concerns raised during the 2000 ExMC meeting have now been addressed and agree on the acceptance of TUV Nord as an IECEx Accepted Certification Body and ExTL and congratulated them on their achievement. 

Decision 26/2001 (agenda item 9.3)

The meeting noted the AU request for ITACS, an ExTL already accepted by the scheme and working with QAS as an ACB to also work with SIMTARS an ACB and agreed that this is currently acceptable within the current rules but required that in both the agreement between ExTL and ACBs as well as the Evaluation Record issued by the ExTL, a clear statement is contained advising that the same ER will not be issued to more than one ACB on technical grounds.

Decision 27/2001 (agenda item 9.4)

The meeting noted the assessment status report including new applications from UL of US and ITS of GB.

Decision 28/2001

The meeting considered comments contained in ExMC/101/CC and agreed that the following changes be included to included in the final Operational Document

Comments 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 7, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 

Comment 6 agree but add “…….have been performed……” to the text

Comment 8 do not agree as the body is not officially an ExTL until accepted by ExMC

Further discussion took place regarding the suggested min of 1 day for on-site assessments of ExTLs with accreditation acceptable to the assessment team and expressed concern that this may be seen as being a fixed time for all occasions.  The meeting also noted that the scheme must be mindful of assessment costs as well as the fact that during the transitional phase, ATRs are reviewed by receiving ACBs.  In conclusion the meeting agreed that the 1 day is a suggested minimum but is left to the assessment team to determine based on information available at the time.  The meeting also noted that as this document is to be issued as an operational document it is subject to continual review by ExMC based on experience with it’s application.

Decision 29/2001 

The meeting accepted the report and recommendations from the adHoc WG (refer decision 22/2001) as outlined in ExMC(Bern/adHoc WG)11 for the re-labelling of the output documents from ExTLs and ACBs, as follows:

Decision 30/2001 (agenda item 9.7)

The meeting noted no change to the current status regarding the development of TGDs and agreed for the Secretary to follow up with the WG Convenor

Decision 31/2001 (agenda item 9.8)

The meeting received a verbal report from the WG 3 Convenor proposing that the WG consider the development of further guidelines for the introduction of new assessors with the agreement of the meeting.

Decision 32/2001 (agenda item 9.10)

The meeting agreed with the proposal from WG 3 for the acceptance of Mr Munro from AU as an IECEx Assessor for the category C/T/S.  The WG Convenor advised that they will be considering a further application and report back on day 3 of the meeting

Decision 33/2001 (agenda item 9.11)

The meeting considered Document ExMC/102/CD and agreed that such a document is necessary to ensure that the assessment phase is conducted by credible and professional assessors in a timely manner.

The meeting accepted document ExMC/102/CD with the following change

Change 48hrs response time to 2 business days, noting the DE comment that this should generally apply when assessments are underway.

Decision 34  /2001

The meeting received advice from SI that they have been waiting 9 months for their assessment and that there appear to be delays due to responses within the allocated assessment team.  The meeting agreed that this unacceptable and supported the strong reminder from the Chairman that all assessors undertake a responsibility to act in a timely manner as well as professionally.  The meeting therefore agreed that the Secretary is delegated with the authority of the ExMC to manage all assessments and intervene as necessary to prevent delays in the assessment process. 

Decision 35/2001 (agenda  10)

The meeting received a report from WG 5 , ExMC(Bern/WG5)03 noting the recommendations of the WG concerning documents ExMC/103/CD and ExMC/104/CC and agreed to the following:
