Main Purpose of the Meeting

The main purpose of the meeting was to assist the ExMC meeting by allowing the WG1+5 Members the opportunity to consider Comments received concerning the revision to the IECEx Scheme Rules of Procedure IECEx 02 as detailed in:

· ExMC/238/DV – Draft Revision of IECEx 02

· ExMC/273/RV – Result of voting and compilation of comments

In addition, the combined meeting also considered the best course of action concerning any necessary changes to the following primary Operational Documents that may be required arising out of the IECEx 02 Revision discussions:

· Draft OD 009 – IECEx Operations Manual

· ExMC/161/CD - Guidelines for the Management of assessment and surveillance programs for the assessment of Manufacturer’s quality system
Summary of discussions and recommendations arising from the meeting

The following items provide a summary of the discussions,  during the joint WG1/WG5 meeting along with recommendations for considerations by ExMC

A. Revision of IECEx 02 – IECEx Scheme Rules and Procedures

The Meeting noted publication of the revised Basic Rules, IECEx 01, earlier this year that now include both a change in Scheme title along with an expansion of scope to enable the Scheme to provide for the Certification of Service Facilities. 

With this in mind the meeting reviewed the various comments listed in ExMC/273/DV, results of voting and compilation of comments, noting that while according to the strict voting rules of the IECEx Scheme, the draft revision of IECEx 02 had been approved, it was agreed that both the WG meeting and ExMC should attempt to deal with negative votes and that the comments submitted provide the opportunity to enhance and improve the final document.

The meeting placed primary focus on what was considered as “Comments of a significant Nature” first, noting the recorded responses of the Secretary to each of the comments.

The following are the WG1/WG5 recommendations concerning the comments detailed in ExMC/273/RV.

Recommendation 1.

The WG1/WG5 meeting recommends that Comments not listed below be handed to the WG for further consideration as a possible amendment or later revision of IECEx 02 but that IECEx 02 as reflected in ExMC/238/DV proceed for immediate publication incorporating the changes proposed below

B.  Revision of OD 009 – IECEx Operations Manual

Recommendation No 2.  

The WG1/WG5 propose to allow WG1/WG5 to review OD 009 in light of changes included in the revised IECEx 02 and report back to ExMC 

C. Revision of ExMC/161/CD – Management of Quality System Assessments

The WG1/WG5 meeting considered the following proposed changes as prepared by Mr Olson of US and agreed to recommend acceptance of the changes by ExMC

Recommendation No. 3 – That ExMC agree to the following changes to ExMC/161/CD

1. That the scope of initial assessments may also include sub suppliers where sub suppliers are supplying components, assessmblies or services that are of a critical nature

2. A review of the Table that proposes audit duration and make it clear that this is just for guidance and that an ExCB may need to extend beyond this for certain applications

3. The document make it clear that surveillance audits are to be every 12 months but that there may be exceptional situations where it is necessary to have an 18 month gap.

4. Auditor qualifications should be removed from the Management document and controlled as a separate document.

5. Audit report forms are removed and kept separate but with separate forms between initial assessment and surveillance.

Introduction of Unit Verification

During the WG1/WG5 discussions, it was noted that there are instances where the market requires a certificate to cover either a single item or only very few that will be produced.  As such the WG1/WG5 propose to ExMC that it permits the introduction of “Unit Verification Certification”, with the WG1/WG5 offering to prepare the necessary operational documents.

Recommendation No 4. 

That ExMC agree with the introduction of IECEx Unit Verification Certification with WG1/WG5 being assigned the task of preparing the necessary operational documents in draft form for consideration by ExMC
