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1.1 Scope 
This report covers the work done by ExMC WG10 since the 2013 ExMC meeting in Forteleza and the actions planned for the coming 12 months.
2.1 IECEx 03 ExCBs
Currently there are 14 ExCBs operating the IECEx 03 Certified Service Facility Scheme. All 14 ExCBs are approved as ExCB for IECEx 03-5 (repair and overhaul).
3.1 Meetings
There have been no meetings of the WG since the publication of the Rules and ODs of IECEx 03-2, -3, -4 and -5 in March / July 2013.
4.1 2014 – 2015 Actions
The following actions are planned / running:
· Development of IECEx 03-1 (hazardous area classification) and the associated Operational Documents. These documents are in preparation by the ExMC WG10 convenor and will be distributed as working document to Ex MC WG 10 members in November 2014.

· Review and where necessary revision of IECEx 03-2 (selection and design), -3 (installation and initial inspection) and -4 (inspection and maintenance) to align with the current versions of IEC 60079-14 and -17. This action will start in December 2014.

5.1 Next meeting
There are no meetings planned at this moment; most of the work can be done by correspondence.
6.1 Future of ExMC WG10

Noting the proposal for discussion during the 2014 ExMC meeting ExMC/945/CD (Restructure of Committees), ExMC WG10 has discussed, already during the development of the extension of IECEx 03, the expertise that is needed to develop and maintain the documents related to the extended IECEx 03 Scheme now covering much more than overhaul and repair of Ex equipment. The conclusion of the WG was that the WG (or new WGs related to each part of IECEx 03) needs new members with knowledge and experience related to the work covered by IEC 60079-14 and -17 (and with the future publication of IECEx 03-1 also IEC 60079-10-1 and -2). This should be taken into account when the ExMC is discussing the restructure of committees.
7.1 Recommendation
It is recommended that the ExMC Meeting note this report and provide feedback to ExMC WG10 to assist it in its task.
