CURRICULUM VITAE

	Mr. Giovanni Hummel Borges got his graduation in 1982 from University of Brasilia (UnB) as electrical engineer. From 1983 to 1993 worked as Adjunct Professor of the Electrical Engineering Department from Nuno Lisboa University. Got his Master degree in 1987, in the area of Electrical Circuit Theory, from Federal University of Rio de Janeiro – UFRJ. 
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In October of 1985 he joined to CEPEL – Electrical Energy Research Center (Rio de Janeiro) as a researcher, working in the creation of the Hazardous Location Test Laboratory (Labex), the first complete Laboratory for Hazardous Location in Brazil. In 1986 did his training in Explosive Atmospheres at PTB (Germany). From 1985 to 1993 was responsible by the creation and operation of the Intrinsic Safety Laboratory. From 1993 to 1998 was the Head of the Hazardous Location Test Laboratory (Labex). From 1998 to 1999 was the Manager of the CEPEL Products Certification. 
In 2000 he joined to UL do Brasil as Engineering Manager, getting INMETRO accreditation in 2002 for the certification of Hazardous Location products. From 2006 to 2007 was the Hazardous Location Sector Manager for Brazil, Denmark, UK and Germany. 

In 2008 created the “IEx – Instituto de Certificação” as a joint owner and Technical Director, getting the INMETRO accreditation in March of 2009 as a Brazilian Certification Organization for Hazardous Location products.
Since 1986 has been working actively in the Brazilian National Committee (COBEI) in the development of Brazilian standards for Hazardous Location products. Has been supporting the INMETRO Technical Committee for Hazardous Locations (INMETRO CT-Ex), as advisor for the development of the Brazilian Regulations. 

Published many articles about types of protection for products in Hazardous Location (ISA, IEEE, IBP, etc.); wrote the first Brazilian book regarding the type of protection Intrinsic Safety; participated in the publication of the NFPA 70 (Code 14 – Hazardous Locations), 2005 edition, in USA. 

Since 2000 has been supporting Brazil to participate in the IECEx System and currently is the Secretary of the IECEx Brazilian Subcommittee.
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
