Dear Mr Secretary,

the French National Commitee would like to raise, at this ExMC held in Shanghai,

 few concerns regarding the Scheme and its future.

 We would appreciate this e_mail to be tabled as a green paper.

Following points are concerned :

Reciprocity Issues :

France wished to remind that the purpose of the IECEx Schemes is , at least, two folds :

1) To ease acceptance of Ex products worldwide;

2) To ensure appropriate and adequate level of safety to contribute to this acceptance;

Regarding point 1)  as acceptance is variable  country by country,

France suggests, as follows, that a simple modification of the IECEx 01 rules to become Officer of the Scheme:

A condition for becoming an officer shall be related to the number of standards for which the country claims major deviations to IEC stds..

At least two major concept of protection  ( e.g.: IS and d) shall be accepted without major deviations for a member country to present a candidate as an Officer in the IECEx Scheme. 

regarding point 2) 

France expect a full review of the rules regarding acceptance of Ex CBs and ExTLs.

It is suggested that the liability issues that are becoming more and more important  are a part of the reflexio

Transparency Issues :

France suggests  EXMC  shall give the task the ICEx Secretary to review the compleition of the National Deviation declaration country by country is effective and updated. this task shall be permanent. It is suggested that failure to provide informations and clear information could lead to the suspension of the Schemes of the ExCBs and ExTLs of  the concerned country.

 Regarding the specificity of these deviations it is suggested that a pools of Ex experts of IExTAG could assess their features in order to determine if  any ExTL could cover it technically or wheather it is that specific it could not.

Having said that france supports the view of China and has the feeling that  having a bilateral agreement  is a good way to build confidence on points that are not covered actually by a IEC standards.

Team of Assessors Issue:

France wishes that the rules regarding the the constitution of a team of assessors be modified to state that the tream shall at least it shall be composed of at least one assessor coming from an EXCB or an EXTL in activity.

Efficiency of the Scheme /

As in many other Schemes France wishes the efficiency of the IECEX Sheme to be measured.

France would appreciate that this task to be given to the appropriate ExMC WG and is ready to provide at least 5 criteria.
