ARRIVAL BY AIR
The Worldhotel Bel Air is ideally located between the 2 major airports in the Netherlands; Amsterdam Schiphol Airport (AMS) and Rotterdam/The Hague Airport (RTM). Travel time from both airports is about 45 minutes.
Taxis are available at an approximate cost of € 70 one way from Amsterdam Schiphol Airport and € 45 from Rotterdam/The Hague Airport. We recommend to use an official taxi service.
PUBLIC TRANSPORT
The Hague is served by bus and tram services. From The Hague Central Station railway, take bus 24 to Kijkduin (exit at Gemeentemuseum/Museon-stop) or tram 17 to Statenkwartier (exit at Gemeentemuseum/Museon-stop).
Bus fare: € 1,55 (one way)
PARKING 
For those travelling by car, parking is available at the hotel at a cost of: € 20 per night.
Please note that parking space at the hotel is limited.
ATMs

ATMs are readily available. The nearest ATM is available at the World Forum (a 5 minute walking distance.

CLIMATE AND CLOTHING

The Netherlands have a temperate maritime climate influenced by the North Sea and Atlantic Ocean, with cool summers and moderate winters. Daytime temperatures vary from 2°C-6°C in the winter and 17°C-25°C in the summer. From April to September there is a dryer period. 
The average temperature in August for The Hague is 21°C.
