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INTRODUCTION

This Draft Decision Sheet has been prepared by the ExTAG Task Group Convener, John Watt (TestSafe Australia) and ExTAG Task Group members, Katy Holdredge (Underwriters Laboratories, Hazardous Locations), Thierry Houeix (INERIS), Karel Neleman (BARTEC), Ron Sinclair (SGS Baseefa), Rudolf Pommé (DEKRA Certification Group) and Risto Sulonen (VVT Expert Services Ltd) to reflect the decisions from the ExTAG Meeting held in Fortaleza, September 2013.

This Draft DS is intended to replace documents ExTAG DS 2014/001 and ExTAG/243D/CD and sets out the approaches to be used by ExCBs and ExTLs when assessing/testing/certifying Ex Equipment that incorporates Ex Components, other Ex Equipment, or both, certified to earlier editions of Standards.

This Draft DS is to be considered during the 2014 ExTAG meeting in The Hague.

	Background:  
There appears to be some confusion among ExCBs concerning the listing of Standards relating to incorporated Ex Components, other Ex Equipment, or both, on page 2 of the CoC for an end-product Ex Equipment. 

Below, is a summary of the relevant points relating to the preparation of a new (Issue 0) CoC:

1) It is a requirement of the IECEx Scheme that a new CoC can only list the current edition, or one edition prior to the current edition, of the relevant Ex Standards.

2) IECEx OD 011-2, clause 1.2.18 (Standards), states: “The ExCB can only add to the CoC those Standards that are within the approved scope of the ExCB.”

3) The CoC can only list Standards for Ex protection techniques and products that have been covered in the QAR(s) for the manufacturing location(s) of the end-product Ex Equipment.

In addition to the above mentioned points, it is also reasonable to assume that the ExCB can only add to the CoC those Standards that are listed in the ExTR Cover for the end-product Ex Equipment and for the Ex protection techniques that relate to the parts of the end-product Ex Equipment where their manufacture and assembly is directly under the control of the end-product Ex Equipment manufacturer and have been covered in the QAR(s) for the manufacturing location(s) of the end-product Ex Equipment. Therefore, this would exclude from page 2 of the CoC editions of Standards earlier than one edition prior to the current edition and any other Standards that may have been applied to the incorporated Ex Components/Ex Equipment. In any case, the incorporated Ex Components/Ex Equipment already have their own CoCs, so why should we attempt to duplicate the information relating to Standards, and their editions, for these items on page 2 of the CoC for the end-product Ex Equipment?
Question: 
When end-product Ex Equipment incorporates Ex Components, other Ex Equipment, or both, which Standards can be listed on page 2 of the CoC for the end-product Ex Equipment?
Answer:
When an end-product Ex Equipment incorporates Ex Components, other Ex Equipment, or both, the Standards that an ExCB can list on page 2 of Issue 0 of the CoC for the end-Product Ex Equipment must only be those Standards that are:

a) within the approved scope of the ExCB;

b) the current edition, or one edition prior to the current edition, of the relevant Ex Standards;
c) applicable to the parts of the end-product Ex Equipment where their manufacture and assembly is directly under the control of the end-product Ex Equipment manufacturer;

d) applicable to the Ex Standards listed on page 1 of the ExTR Cover for the end-product Ex Equipment; and

e) applicable to the relevant Ex protection techniques and products covered in the QAR for the end-product’s manufacturing location(s).
In addition, the “Guidelines for the issuing of a QAR” for the end-product Ex Equipment manufacturer, as specified in ExTAG DS 2004/006A, shall be applied. Standards, including earlier editions of Standards, that may apply to any incorporated Ex Components/Ex Equipment shall not be listed on page 2 of the CoC, as this often creates problems, especially where certification was to earlier editions of Standards or when additional types of protection are introduced into the end-product Ex Equipment by the incorporation of these Ex Components/Ex Equipment, which may fall outside of the scope of the ExCB or the QAR(s) for the end-product’s manufacturing location(s).
The CoC for the end-product Ex Equipment shall state that there are incorporated Ex Components/Ex Equipment and that the interfacing of these items with the end-product Ex Equipment has been evaluated and complied with the Standards listed on page 2 of the CoC. In addition, the CoC shall include a list of all the incorporated Ex Components/Ex Equipment, including their CoC numbers, description, types of Ex protection and relevant Standards, with edition and year/month of issue.
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
