	Question
This question refers to a series of what the manufacturer refers to as “Line Bushings”, Type/Series designation “ABC-XX-XX-XX-X”, where the “XX”s designates the exact configuration of common “bits and pieces” (metal shell, wires, cables, sealing compound, etc.).  Depending on the exact configuration of these bits and pieces, and the final end use of the specific device, it would be considered a “component” (non-threaded blanking element), or, as either “equipment” or “component” (thread adaptor, threaded blanking element).
What type (component or equipment) of Certificate may be issued?

Answer

A Component Certificate must be issued.  

Since some configurations must be considered components, if the customer wishes to cover the overall series under a single certificate, a Component Certificate must be issued.
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
