	Whereas options are open for products certified within the IECEx Scheme, as IEC 60079-0 is not specific about the physical form of the instructions, it must be noted that many such products are also assessed within the European ATEX Directive system at the same time, as there are no technical differences.

However, regarding the format for instructions, the Guidelines document for the ATEX Directive refers to “written instructions” and the European Commission’s Standing Committee for ATEX has, on more than one occasion re-affirmed that this is intended to mean instructions written on paper.

Caution is therefore urged before taking an interpretation at variance with the legal requirement for much of the equipment that is certified within the IECEx Scheme

	Add an additional paragraph:

Whereas the IECEx System is able to take a flexible view on the form of the instructions, it should be noted that other constraints may apply in certain market places.  In particular, it is noted that if an IECEx ExTR is to be used in support of claims of compliance with the ATEX Directive, it will be necessary for the instructions to be supplied in paper form.
