If a wire manufacturer’s specification is provided that specifies the enamel grade of a winding in accordance with the applicable IEC standard (i.e. IEC 60317-3, IEC 60317-7, IEC 60317-8, or IEC 60317-13), is it required that the ExTL and ExCB verify conformity of the winding to the manufacturer’s specification regarding the enamel grade? 

Answer:

No, it is not a requirement of this standard that conformity to the manufacturer’s specification regarding the enamel grade of the winding needs to be verified. Conformity can be determined based on the manufacturer’s specification.
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
