	We support Draft Revision of Decision Sheet 2006/003 as given in ExTAG/241/CD, with minor editorial change concerning clause reference numbers.

In our opinion, for IEC 60079-11 Ed. 5.0 clause reference should be 8.8.3 (title: Isolating components between separate intrinsically safe circuits) rather than 8.8 while for IEC 60079-11 Ed. 6.0 clause reference should be 8.9.3 (title: Isolating components between separate intrinsically safe circuits) rather than 8.9. 


	In IEC 60079-11 Ed. 5.0 line replace Clause 8.8 by Clause 8.8.3 and in IEC 60079-11 Ed. 6.0 line replace Clause 8.9 by Clause 8.9.3.  
	8.8.3 in Edition 5 and 8.9.3 in edition 6 only refer to the “Isolating components between separate intrinsically safe circuits”, this DS and the preceding issue apply to both “Isolating components between separate intrinsically safe circuits” and “Isolating components between intrinsically safe and non-intrinsically safe Circuits” and therefore Clause 8.8 and 8.9 respectively are the correct references.
