	11.1 Acceptance of certification bodies

11.1.2 Application

The candidate certification body, via the national Member Body of the IECEx System where the candidate certification body will operate, shall make an application for acceptance as an Ex certification body for one or more standards accepted for use in the IECEx Certified Equipment Scheme. Applications from candidate certification bodies require the endorsement of the Member Body of the country of intended operation of the candidate certification body. This endorsement shall be received by the ExMC Secretary prior to the application being accepted. 

The application shall be submitted to the Secretary of the ExMC and shall be accompanied by a declaration as detailed in Annex A.


	11.1 Acceptance of certification bodies

11.1.2  Application

The candidate certification body, via the national Member Body of the IECEx System where the candidate certification body will operate, shall make an application for acceptance as an Ex certification body for one or more standards accepted for use in the IECEx Certified Equipment Scheme. Applications from candidate certification bodies require the endorsement of the Member Body of the country of intended operation of the candidate certification body. This endorsement shall be received by the ExMC Secretary prior to the application being accepted. 

The application shall be submitted to the Secretary of the ExMC and shall be accompanied by a declaration as detailed in Annex A.

If the candidate ExCB is planning to operate with ExTL, that is not integral part of ExCB, the candidate ExCB shall submit an application to the ExMC with the reasons on necessity of such ExCB existence  (Annex А а) bullet 4).

In this case the decision on the application shall be made via voting by correspondence by a majority of at least four fifths of the total number of members voting.
	The reasons are the following:

· The acceptance within the IECEx System is peer accreditation;

· IECEx National Member Bodies are the subjects of the acceptance;

· When the process of the acceptance is being implemented IECEx National Member Bodies can exercises their powers at any steps of the acceptance procedure (from application review to decision taken on the results of the conducted assessment);

· At the particular steps IECEx National Member Bodies delegate their powers to WG 4 and appointed assessors team for assessment (clause 5.3  IECEx 02);

· The intense of the ExCB acceptance without ExTL within ExCB organization or ExTL in another country can be on objective basis as well as subjective basis (commercial interest). These cases shall be reviewed at the earliest possible steps, such as application. 

· Not only for this discussing concern the significant revision of rules and criteria of the acceptance within the IECEx System  shall be made

Conclusion:

At present the only approach to make a decision on ExCB acceptance within IECEx without ExTL within ExCB organization is a democratic decision on the submitted application that is made by the IECEx National Member Bodies acted as the subjects of the peer accreditation.
