In section 3.5 it is stated “However, due the fact SEEG does not hold accreditation to ISO/IEC 17024 and has little experience as a recognised Certification Body at National Level, it is recommended that a first re-assessment be performed before one year or 6 months after their first CoPC be issued.” One could interpret this (due to the “or” between the possible scenarios) as, if it took a couple of years for SEEG , to issue their first CoPC the surveillance assessment could occur much later than one year from the acceptance date. That’s probably not the intention with the statement?

DK is correct the “or” is meant to require the first on-site surveillance visit to occur at a maximum time of 1 year from the date of their IECEx acceptance, so that there is no waiting for Certificates to be issued.
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
