Secretariat Response

In noting the completion of the follow up assessment visit, the Secretariat confirms the raised matters are closed. 

US

Regarding ExMC/952/DV Section 10, National Accreditation, it states that CNEX-Global has received accreditation as an ATEX Notified Body. We are not aware that there is such a process to do so for a ‘Notified Body’. One must assume that what the auditor means is that the member state (Netherlands) “notified” the European Commission that CNEX was “authorized” under the ATEX Directive to carry out the third-party conformity assessment tasks specified in the notification.

Secretariat Response

In noting the US comment regarding the mention of CNEx-Global achieving accreditation for ATEX and we would agree that the Notified Body process requires notification to the Commission however it appears that in NL they require RvA accreditation to 17065 with ATEX being shown in the scope of accreditation, hence the Assessors reference to gaining accreditation to ATEX is somewhat accurate.

We believe it is mainly a language issue as from the IECEx side, the ExMC’s main concern during the 2014 Hague meeting was that CNEx Global were not yet in a position to issue local certification (under ATEX).

The main point out of this update is that from the Secretariat side we confirmed that CNEx-Global 

achieved NB Status for ATEX before asking the Assessor to re-visit then issue the updated report.

Therefore in conclusion, we would confirm the US understanding of what was meant by the IECEx 

Assessor.
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
