Introduction

1. Executive Summary – Results from the 2018 Annual Survey of IECEx Member Bodies on the Industry and stakeholder engagement at the national level – a Requirement of IECE CA 01 Harmonised Basic Rules.
The total number of responses from the 2018 Annual Survey was 29 of 33 Member Bodies.  The summary of the results is posted in the table below with the full results are summarised in Appendix A. 
The results confirm that overall, Member Bodies are well represented by industry, regulatory authorities and standards bodies as well as conformity assessment bodies.  As this is the first annual survey for Member Bodies, the results submitted are very positive with areas such as ‘Other interested parties’ being an opportunity for Member Bodies to engage further with this group.
