3.7 Test reports issued
Regarding Scope Extension for ISO 80079-36 and ISO 80079-37, the relevant staff has been interviewed and found to have a thorough understanding of the Standards and the assessment required. 

A review of files relating to non-electrical Ex equipment (under the ATEX Directive) was also undertaken during the assessment and found to be satisfactory and complete with evidence that the concepts were well understood by the Staff.

The principle of risk assessment is also well understood

3.8 National accreditation

PTI does presently hold an accreditation for ISO/IEC 17025:2005 which does not cover hazardous location standards.

PTI is therefore subject to Annual Surveillance by IECEx.

3.9 Calibration
The majority of test equipment is sent out for calibration by an external calibration facility. These calibration facilities are 17025 accredited.
3.10  Tests witnessed during the assessment visit
Not part of this assessment as this is a scope extension assessment. This was covered in the initial assessment report ExMC/1214/DV. None for ISO 80079-36 and 37.

3.11 Participation in IECEx Proficiency Testing Programs
PTI participate to the proficiency tests on pressurization. The results was not published at the time of the assessment.
3.12 Comments (including issues found during assessment)

Minor issues were found which were cleared to the satisfaction of the assessment team quickly after the visit e.g.
· The Agreement between TÜV SÜD PS GmbH did not include ISO 80079-36 and ISO 80079-37.  The Agreement has now been updated and signed by both PTI and TÜV SÜD PS GmbH.
