Transfer of IECEx product certificates between IECEx CB’s 
at the request of the manufacturer

Problem

If the manufacturer of a product certified by one CB requests to transfer a certificate to a new CB, The new CB certificate must comply with the IECEx02 requirements and therefore may require that the manufacturer updates his product if it doesn’t comply with the current or immediately previous edition of the standard. 

If the manufacturer does not transfer his certificate he is not required to update his product to the new standards even when applying for a variation to the certificate.

Proposal

IECEx02 to be amended to permit ExCB’s to issue a new IECEx Certificate of Conformity against older editions of the standards where an ExTR already exists (issued at the time those standards were current) that demonstrates compliance.

INSERT: The issue of an IECEx Certificate of Conformity is also permitted where an ExTR has been issued for a product, against standards that were current at the time of issue of the ExTR, but those standards are now superseded by one or more editions.
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
